A. EVE R Y  WORD GOD SAYS IS TR UE

How m a ny 

of us  do exact ly what we p rom ised ? Let me rep h rase 

it aga i n .  Of a l l  the  p rom ises we ma ke, how many do 

we keep?  Do we m a ke more than what we keep?  

When we a re i n  d i stress, re member  the 

prom ise of  G od: "Wa it for the  Lord ; be st rong a n d  

ta ke hea rt and  wa it for t h e  LO R D "  (Ps 2 7 : 14 ) .  When 

we a re i n  a hope less s i tuat ion,  ta ke H i s  p romise  and  

keep  it i n  ou r  hea rts: "Why a re you downcast, O my 

sou l ?  Why so d i stu rbed with i n  me? Put you r  hope i n  

God,  fo r I wi l l  yet p ra i se h i m, m y  Savior  a n d  m y  God " 

( Ps 42 : 1 1 ) .  When we a re i n  need, j ust remember  He  

wi l l  never abandon  H i s c h i l d ren: " Fo r  he  wil l  de l ive r  

t h e  needy w h o  cry �ut, t h e  aff l i cted who have no  one  

to  he l p .  He  wi l l  ta ke p ity on  the  wea k a n d  the needy 

and save the needy from death " (Ps 72:12 -13 ) .  Even 

when we a re wea k and  l ack  the fa ith to be l ieve i n  

God,  God wi l l  not cha nge a n d  wi l l  conti n u e  to love u s  

a n d  ta ke good ca re of u s  ( 2  Ti m 2:13 ) .

To p ra ise the 

Lord is  to prize Him and p roc l a i m  H im as  the o n ly one 

worthy of  g lory a n d  honor. 

B. WITH A WORSH IPFUL  SPIRIT 

Not on ly  do we p ra ise o u r  God with a tha n kfu l 

hea rt .  We a l so honor H i m  by wors h i p p i ng H i m  a lone  

a n d  be ing fa ithfu l to  H i m .  Th is  is  beca use we have the 

O N E  and  TRU E L IV I N G  G O D, and  He  wi l l  re m a i n  the 

same for ete rn ity. 

When God ca l l ed  Abra h a m  to leave h i s  

home land  a n d  go  to  the  l and  that  God has  p repa red, 

he  s i m p ly  packed up everyth i ng  a n d  brought h i s  

who le  fa m i ly there .

Pe rha ps, we m ight  say "a p e rson w h o  

co m m a nds a fo l l owing". But J esus c l a r if ied that  b i b l i ca l  

l eadersh i p  ca l ls fo r wi l l i n g n ess t o  be o f  service t o  God a nd 

to oth e rs; co nseq u e nt ly, t h ey a re n ot to see k pr iv i l eges or  

p ro m i n e n ce fo r t h e mse lves. 

H o n est to goodness C h u rc h  g rowt h is atta i n a b l e  o n ly 

w h e n  C h rist i a n s  a re mot ivated to ta ke up l eade rsh i p  ro l e .  

I n  Ephesians 4:11-13, Pa u l  gave us t h i s  exh o rtati o n .  

"Christ {It was He who) gave some to be apostles, some to 
be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some ·to be 
pastors and teachers, to prepare God's people for works of 
service, so that the body of Christ ma y be built up until we 
all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son 
of God and become mature, attaining to the whole 
measure of the fullness of Christ." 

C h rist ians shou l d  co m e  i nto t h e  f u l l  unde rsta nding of 

C h rist, a d t h ey n e ed to co m p re h e nd t h e  purpose of t h e i r  

sa lvation. Apost l es, p ro p h ets, evange l ists, pastors and 

tea c h e rs were  tasked to  equi p God's peo p l e .  In Acts 6, th e 

Apost l es recogn i zed the i mpo rta nce of the ir  tea c h i ng 

m i•istry so t h ey conc l uded and sa id, "It would not be right 



for us to neglect the ministry of the Word of God in order to 
wait on tables. Brothers, choose seven men from among 
you who are known to be FULL OF THE SPIRIT and 
WISDOM. We will turn this responsibility over to them 
and will give our attention to PRAYER and the MINISTRY 
OF THE WORD." 

The off ice of t h e  deacons was i nst it ut i o n a l ized m u c h  later. 

A p p a rent ly, l i ke t h e  "Seve n" i n  Acts 6, dea cons a re to 

a l l eviate pastors of adm i n istrat ive wo rks so t h at pastors 

m ay conce ntrate on t h e  m i n ist ry of p rayer, sh a ri n g  of 

God's wo rds, a nd watc h i n g  ove r God's f lock .  The God­

orda i n ed p u rpose fo r pastors was a nd cont i n u es to be,  fo r 

(th e) t ra i n i ng c h u rch m e m be rs so that  t h ey may be 

m ature i n  fa ith  a nd e q u i pped fo r m i n ist ry. Pastors are 

a lso tasked to unify t h e  c h u rc h  i n  Chr ist i a n  fa ith  a nd 

knowl edge (Eph . 4:12-13). Th erefo re, se lf-pro m ot i o n  a nd 

po l i t i ca l  divisiven ess r u n  cou nter to t h e  b i b l ica l ide a l  for 

pasto ra l m i n istry. 

In o u r  p rese nt t i m e ,  we no l o nger h ave a post l es o r  

pro p h ets, s o  the task of eq u i p p i n g  rest so le ly  u po n  t h ose 

w h o m  Ch rist had ca l l ed to be eva ngel ist, pastors a nd 

tea c h e rs. Perha ps, we m ight a lso i n c l ude t h e  "e lde rs". 

For i n  !Timothy 5:17, elders a re tasked to di rect t h e  affa irs 

of t h e  c h urch, a nd so m e  are eve n i nvolved in the m i n ist ry 

of preac h i ng and tea c h i ng. 

For t h is reaso n,  C h rist i a ns s h o u ld acknowl edge the c h a i n  

o f  c h u rc h  leadersh i p - e lde rs, pastors a nd dea cons have a 

def i n ite ro l e  a nd t h ey a re l i n ked to o n e  a n oth e r, with 

Ch rist H i mself  as t h e  H EAD.  O n ly t h e n  ca n t h e re t r u l y  be 

a n  effective ch u rc h  l eade rsh i p, w h i c h  i n  turn would 

t ra nsl ate i nto c h u rc h  growt h .  Obedi e n c e  t o  God's 

orda i n ed purpose a nd wi l l  is of utmost i m po rtance i n  

church m i n istry.

The Boo k  of Acts sh owcase C h u rch Leade rs as peop le  w h o  

had professed fa ith i n  J esus C h rist, a nd w h o  were 

b e l i eved to h ave been regene rated, w h o  had been 

ba ptized (Acts 2:41, 2:44, a nd 2:47). I n  oth er wo rds, t h ey 

s h o u ld have been su bj ected to C h rist's sav i n g  gra ce a nd 

headsh i p .

CHURCH MEMBERS: 
THE BODY OF CHRIST (SUBTHEME #2) 

Pastor Keren Tan 

There is a widespread disease that plagues the churches 

in the Philippines. It cripples the growth of the gospel, 

humanly speaking, and its symptoms are common to all 

walks of life. It is easily identified when people are called 

to responsibility in ministry. Uncontrollable verbal gushes 

spring forth: "I'm busy " or, "I don't have the gift of 
leadership" or even, "Let others do it, not me" or more 

alarmingly, "Leave it up to the pastors, that is what we pay 
them to do. " This outbreak is ubiquitous not only in the 

Philippines as it extends beyond geographical and cultural 

divide. 

However, as I have discovered, this is not a case of the 

physical, but a matter of perspective. People are under 

the pretext that they neither have the capacity ("I 'm not 

gifted enough for ministry") nor the position ("That is not 
my role" ) to take part in ministry. But these faulty 

mindsets have caused them to be inflexible, if not 

withdrawn from the community life of the church 

altogether. Because of our depraved nature, we shy away 

from taking part in gospel work. Thus, we need a 

significant paradigm shift in the way we do "church". 

In 1972, a young man named William Carey-later 

deemed as the "Father of Modern Missions" -published 

an 87-paged manuscript entitled An Enquiry into the 
Obligations of Christians to use Means for the Conversion 
of the Heathen. In it, Carey includes a treatment of 

Matthew 28:18-20 and argued against the prevailing view 

of the time that the Great Commission remains an 

6' 

obligation of every Christian even after the apostles.' In 

part as a result of this book, the "Particular Baptist Society 

for the Propagation of the Gospel Amongst the Heathen" 

(later renamed the Baptist Missionary Society) formed 

itself in Kettering, England, on October 2, 1792." 

Although the eighteenth century issue may no longer 

be controversial today, the implications are still 

relevant in our day and age. Sure, we should be 

sending out missionaries "to the ends of the earth" 
(Acts 1 :8) and reaching the lost world for Christ. But is 

that all what Matthew 28 is calling us to do? Does this 

call apply to the local church, and to each disciple 

under the Good Shepherd's care? If we claim to be 

people of the Book, i.e. the Christian Scriptures, we 

need to examine the malady closely by revisiting the 

pathological point of where this may all have started, 

the Great Commission: 

Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in 

heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore 

go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 

the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 

Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have 

commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to 

the very end of the age." (Matt. 28:18-20) 

Carey certainly took the biblical standpoint when he 

proved that Jesus' instruction to "make disciples" is a 

mandate that is not exclusive to the apostles gathered 



around Christ at the time of His ascension. Thus, Colin 

Marshall and Tony Payne expound the Great Commission 

clearly and rightly so: 

The 'teaching' that the disciples are to do reproduces 

what Jesus himself has done with them. He has been 

their 'teacher' ... and as Jesus has taught them ... the 

disciples are now, in turn, to make new disciples by 

teaching them to obey everything commanded by 

their Master. 

But what about 'going'? Traditionally ... this has been 

read as a missionary mandate, a charter for sending 

out gospel workers to the world. However, this can 

lead local churches to think that they are obeying the 

Great Commission if they send money (and 

missionaries) overseas. But the emphasis is not on 

'going.' In fact, the participle is probably better 

translated "when you go" or "as you go". The 

commission is not fundamentally about mission out 

there somewhere else in another country. It's a 
commission that makes disciple-making the normal 
agenda and priority of every church and every 
Christian disciple. '" 

Our God is in the business of saving and perfecting a 

chosen people for Himself through the gospel of the Lord 

Jesus Christ; and we who are His redeemed children are 

privileged to take part in this great work that He is doing 

for His own glory. Consequently, the Great Commission 

passage speaks far more than just evangelism-bringing 

unbelievers to a saving knowledge of the Lord Jesus 

Christ-for the command was simply to "make disciples of 
all nations. " The paradigm shift we need, then, is to bring 

the focus to where our Sovereign Lord puts it in the first 

place, i. e. discipleship. 

Discipleship is "the ministry process by which a more 

mature Christian assumes the responsibility of 

intentionally leading others to God in Jesus Christ and 

growing them in their knowledge of His will, their 

conformity to His Person, and their service to Him for His 

glory."'v 

Contrary to the view that the works of evangelism and 

discipleship are two different but nevertheless related 

works, our examination of Scriptures actually tell us that 

these are actually one and the same gospel work. 

Evangelism is not discipleship, but it is the necessary 

starting point of discipleship. 

However, neither evangelism nor discipleship is ever an 

end in itself. The goal of discipleship is "to equip the saints 
for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ" 
(cf. Eph. 4:1 1-16) and to "present everyone perfect in 
Christ" (Col. 1:28-29). In other words, the goal of 

discipleship is to help God's people unpack the gifts that 

God had blessed them with so that they may glorify God 

and delight in the Lord Jesus as they labor to do the work 

of ministry by grace. 

Marshall and Payne are right to challenge us in this 

m a n n e r, " T h e  c h u r c h  a l w a y s t e n d s  t o w a r d s  

institutionalism and secularization. The focus shifts to 

preserving traditional programs and structures, and the 

goal of discipleship is lost. The mandate of disciple­

making provides the touchstone for whether our church is 

engaging in Christ's mission. Are we making genuine 

disciples of Jesus Christ? Our goal is not to make church 

members or members of our institution, but genuine 

disciples of Jesus."v 

If discipleship is what the Christian church is called to do, 

indeed every Christian, all the excuses that were 

mentioned earlier, whether it relates to capacity or 

position, have been rendered invalid. For as it is, to be a 

disciple of the Lord Jesus Christ is to be called to make new 

disciples. Thus, I echo the words of Marshall and Payne, 

"Are we making genuine disciples of Jesus Christ?"

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CHRISTIAN: UNITED IN FAITH, SPIRITUALLY 
MATURED, AND BUILT UP IN LOVE

During my early years as a Christian, I witnessed a 
movement of people where many of my contemporaries 
have become transient worshippers of our church. They 
were the very active kind of church members yet suddenly 
their regular church attendance became inconsistent. Soon I 
found out that they were "trying out" other churches and 
see if they would fit in them. They would check out the 
programs, look for groups with similar interests, or even base 
their choices on who was the senior pastor of the church. 

This movement was cal led "church shopping" or 
"church hopping". People would visit at least two other 
churches and test the waters to see if they would benefit and 
grow in those churches. At one point, I became interested in 
trying out other churches and went church hopping myself. 
But later, I realized that it's not healthy either for me or for 
my home church. 

First, the church is not about me, but about Jesus 
Christ. The church is composed of many people with Christ 
as the head and therefore should be God-centered, not me­
centered. Second, God has placed me in our church for a 
purpose- a purpose not primarily to benefit me (though it is 
already a given) but to benefit the whole body. That's why in 
Ephesians 4:11-12, Paul tells us that each one of us were 
granted different set of gifts and al l of us are to get ourselves 
involved in edifying each other. 

Become United in the Faith and Knowledge of Christ (v.13a) 

"until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of 

the Son of God" 

God grants us gifts with a purpose in mind, and Paul 
listed down some long-term goals in which al l of us should be 

aiming for. The first is to become united in the faith and in 
the knowledge of Christ. In this verse, faith does not mean 
the act of belief. It rather refers to the set of doctrinal truths 
about Christianity. The church in Corinth was a very good 
example of how disunity can sometimes come from 
doctrinal ignorance. When the believers are properly taught 
and faithfully guided according to the Scriptures, unity is to 
be expected. "Oneness in fel lowship is impossible unless it is 
built on the foundation of commonly believed truth."1 

With this, it is expected that we are to· be united in 
our knowledge of Christ. The ful l knowledge of Christ can 
only be attained through a constant longing and searching of 
the Scriptures and a continuing relationship with Him. The 
whole body of Christ should be motivated to have an 
intimate knowledge of Christ, and share their knowledge 
and experience to each other. Paul earlier prayed for the 
Ephesians "that [they] may know him better" (1:17). Paul 
also told the Philippians, "What is more, I cons;der 

everything a loss compared to the surpassing greatness of 
knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all 

things. I consider them rubbish, that I may gain Christ" (3:8). 

Gain Spiritual Maturity (v.13b-14} 

" and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of 

the fullness of Christ. Then we will no longer be infants, 

tossed back and forth by the waves, and blown here and 

there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and 

craftiness of men in their deceitful scheming." 

The expected result of being wel l-founded in biblical 
doctrines and in the knowledge of Christ is spiritual maturity. 
Paul used the word infants to describe those who are

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spiritually immature. It is really fascinating to see how 
gul l ible litt le kids are when you realize how they can easi ly 
absorb quite a number of things. 

I have a habit of using the Chinese word "lffll" 
(pronounced in Amoy) in shooing away my daughter. And to 
my surprise, she was able to say it immediately after only 
using it once. Time and again my wife kept on reminding me 
not to use that word, and instead politely ask my daughter to 
go elsewhere. In this way, I am instructing my daughter in 
love rather than harshly treating her. 

To respond to this threat, Paul tells the Colossians of 
his mandate to "proclaim [Christ], admonishing and 

teaching everyone with all wisdom, so that we may present 
everyone perfect in [Him]" ( 1:28). Elsewhere, Paul 
admonishes Timothy to "continue in what [he has] learned 

and has become convinced of' for "All Scripture is God­

breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and 

training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be 

thoroughly equipped for every good work" (2 Tim. 3:14, 16-
17). 

With the advent of digital media and of the Internet, 
many so called pastors chose to popularize themselves by 
preaching doctrines and sermons that are contrary to 
biblical teachings. Since many people are not wel l-versed 
with the Scriptures, they are easily deceived by fine­
sounding arguments. Having no thorough knowledge of 
God's Word, they are tossed here and there by waves of 
popular sentiment and are carried about by every wind of 
new doctrine that seems appealing. Because life in the 
world today is not getting any better, people would prefer 
listening to an agreeable sermon rather than a convicting 
one. Knowing this nature of men, Paul instructed Timothy of 
the coming days, "Preach the Word; be prepared in season 

and out of season; correct, rebuke and encourage - with 

great patience and careful instruction. For the time will 

come when men will not put up with sound doctrine. Instead, 

to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a 

great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want 

to hear. They will turn their ears away from the truth and 

turn aside to myths" (2 Tim. 4:2-4). 

Build Up in Love (v.15-16) 

" Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will in all things 

grow up into him who is the Head, that is, Christ. From him 

the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting 

ligament, grows and builds itself up in love, as each part does 

its work." 

According to research published in January 2006, 
when a female ant of the species Temnothorax albipennis 
goes out to find food, she will often choose another ant to 

accompany her. If the second ant doesn't know the way to 
the food source, the leader wil l teach her through a process 
called "tandem running." As the teacher runs along the path 
to food, the student follows behind, often stopping to locate 
landmarks. That creates a gap between the leader and 
student. When ready, the student wil l  run forward and tap 
the teacher on the back legs. 

Ants participating in tandem running located a food 
source in an average of 201 seconds, while ants searching for 
food on their own took an average of 310 seconds. However, 
the process is detrimental to the teachers. Research 
indicated that the lead ants travelled up to four times faster 
when not accompanied by a student. 

So why do leaders sacrifice their time and efficiency 
to teach others? According to Nigel Franks, the study leader, 
"They are very closely related nest mates, and their society 
as a whole wil l  benefit." This occurs as the students 
gradually learn their way and are able to teach other ants, 
which increases the efficiency of the entire population.' 

Just as the ants do their part for the benefit and the 
efficiency of the entire population, Christians are to do 
things out of genuine love for God and His people, to benefit 
the body of Christ. Personal interests, il l motives, and 
hidden agendas have no place in Christianity. We do things 
because we love others. Love characterizes Christ's 
disciples. Having a good testimony that is lived out of love 
effectively edifies others. Teaching and guiding others into 
the truth out of love can be easily accepted by others. 
Admonishing others of their sins can be a tough thing to do. 
People don't like being reprimanded or rebuked by anyone. 
But when done in love, people will easily open up and listen 
to you. 

And above a l l ,  the love of Christ should motivate us 
to do our part. Christ repeatedly told His disciples that His 
love for us and our love for Him moves us to obey His 
commandments. "If you love me, you will obey what I 

command ... If anyone loves me, he will obey my teaching. 

My Father will love him, and we will come to him and make 

our home with him. He who does not love me will not obey 

my teaching" (John 14:15, 23-24. See also John 15:10; 1 John 
3:16; 4:19). 

People leave churches and go into another one with 
a variety of reasons. Aside from personal issues, Christian 
growth is always a two-way relationship - the church 
provides facilities and opportunities for growth and 
mobilization, the individual Christian provides himself  to the 
church whenever the church needs him. It is true that we 
have to expect things from our church. But in the same way, 
as members, the church also expects us to play a part in 
improving and building each other up!

However, even after receiving such great recognition for 
his performing career, he decided to be a professor of 
music at UCLA. His reason was this: "Violin playing is a 
perishable art. It must be passed on as a personal skill; 
otherwise, it is lost." ; 

I believe the same may be said for teaching 
Christian truths. The process of teaching Biblical truths 
amongst Christians can become a forgotten task if the 
believers dismiss its need. Of course, unlike violin playing, 
Biblical truths are never perishable. But like the skill of 

playing the violin, the discipline of teaching God's truth to 
Christians must be passed on, lest the accurate 
interpretation of the Bible be lost and misconstrued ideas 
about God further abound. 

An Inspiring Illustration to Note 
A simple yet inspiring passage to note is Acts 

18:24-28 as it gives a picture of responsibly passing on 
God's truth. These verses momentarily transition from 
one of the main characters of Acts, who is the Apostle 
Paul, to Apollos, someone who also went to some of the 
Roman cities that Paul visited in his second and third 
missionary journey. 

Acts 18:24-28 (English Standard Version): 
2'Now a Jew named Apollos, a native of 

Alexandria, came to Ephesus. He was an eloquent man, 
competent in the Scriptures. 25He had been instructed in 
the way of the Lord. And being fervent in spirit, he spoke 
and taught accurately the things concerning Jesus, though 
he knew only the baptism of John. 26He began to speak 

boldly in the synagogue, but when Priscilla and Aquila 
heard him, they took him and explained to him the way of 
God more accurately. 21And when he wished to cross to 
Achaia, the brothers encouraged him and wrote to the 
disciples to welcome him. When he arrived, he greatly 
helped those who through grace had believed, 28for he 
powerfully refuted the Jews in public, showing by the 
Scriptures that the Christ was Jesus. 

The Outstanding Background 
It was between the time when the apostle Paul 

left Ephesus after a relatively short visit and before he 

came back to this city during his third missionary journey 

that a man named Apollos came and taught in Ephesus, 

the city known for its pagan worship of the Greek god 

Artemis. Apollos was a man of Jewish decent who was 

born in Alexandria where he became exposed to the 

teachings of the Scriptures. Here, in the capital of Egypt, 

was also where he likely learned to be eloquent or 

learned, given the education that was greatly  available in 

this city. In addition, he also received oral instruction 

about Jesus Christ. With these knowledge and skills on 

hand, he came to the city of Ephesus and taught with 
great passion what he knew about Jesus. 

The Unexpected But Precious Help 
Apollos's knowledge concerning Jesus Christ was 

impressive and he apparently did not restrict himself from 
passing this on to others in a thorough and careful 
manner. Nonetheless, this knowledge somehow needed 
further assistance. Apollos was not teaching an incorrect 
doctrine, rather, his knowledge about the Gospel was, in 
some way, incomplete. The phrase "though he knew only 
the baptism of John" in verse 25 gives a clue that Apollos's 



background might have been limited to John's preaching 
about the coming of the Christ" and John's role of 
preparing the way for the Messiah'", which Priscilla and 
Aquila detected. This couple knew the Apostle Paul when 
they met in Corinth and worked together with him as 
tentmakers (Acts 18:1-3). This couple, having spent a year 
and a half with the great apostle, consequently learned 
much from Paul's preaching about the Gospel. This 
enabled them not only to recognize what was lacking in 
Apollos's message, but also to provide him the further 
instruction he needed. Priscilla and Aquila responsibly 
passed on God's truth, just as they received this message 
from Paul, the follower of Jesus himself. 

The Responsibility Put into Action 
In a similar way that Priscilla and Aquila were a 

benefit to Apollos because of their instruction, Apollos 
also became a significant help to the Achaian brethren on 
account of his teaching. He strongly refuted the Jews in 
public proving that by the use of the Scriptures, Christ is, in 
fact, Jesus. His message was this: that the Scriptures say 
that Jesus was the Messiah that they were anticipating to 
come. Through the Scriptures, Apollos effectively argued 
that Jesus of Nazareth was the Christ through whom 
man's salvation is made possible." Apollos's intense 
public argument came from the gravity of his message. 
Having received a more accurate and complete 
instruction about the Gospel from Priscilla and Aquila, he 
was all the more able to preach and pass on this same 
message to others. 

Acts 18:24-28, short as it may be, gives a rather 
profound implication to the body of Christ. It 
demonstrates the growth of believers, extending from 
individual spiritual understanding to encouragement in 
the faith among the believers. God used Priscilla and 
Aquila to build up Apollos in his understanding of the 
Gospel, just as He used Paul to do the same to the couple. 
In the same way, God used Apollos to build up the Achaian 
believers in their understanding and assurance of what 
they believe in. Luke showed in this passage the 
essentiality of accurately understanding the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ even and especially to believers. Passing on 
proper instruction regarding the Gospel enables God's 
truth to be known, understood and proclaimed, as what 
Paul, Priscilla, Aquila and Apollos demonstrated. I believe 
this is how they comprehended and obeyed God's 
command to His people when He charged the Israelites to 
teach His decrees to their succeeding generations 

(Deuteronomy 4:9) and when Jesus commissioned the 
believers to make disciples of all nations (Matthew 28:18-
20) and be His witnesses to the ends of the earth (Acts 
1:8). The story of Apollos's further instruction on the faith 
enables readers to realize that accurately speaking and 
teaching God's truth even to gifted Christians bring to 
light the message of the Gospel, and consequently, the 
growing knowledge of Jesus Christ brings about 
edification amongst His people. And just like what God is 
showing us in Apollos's experience, the task of instructing 
is not made exclusive to the apostles and pastors, but can 
and should also be accomplished through ordinary 
believers who have received proper instruction 
themselves. 

The Need to Carry On the Forgotten Task 
I am encouraged to share this passage because I 

believe that we have somehow lost the importance of 
discipleship. We may be exerting much effort in 
establishing new churches or groups of new believers, but 
without proper instruction and without raising up 
believers to teach others as well, this effort may become 
ill-equipped. And more important to note is the current 
neglect in building up the believers in the existing 
churches of our day. The reality is that there is an equally 
tremendous need in our churches to teach and train 
believers to have an accurate understanding of God's 
truths so that they themselves can effectively pass on the 
message of the Bible to others, making the process of 
discipleship continuous, productive and flourishing. 

May we keep in mind that the mutual and 
successive accurate instruction of God's truth among 
Christians makes known the truth of the Gospel. Apostle 
Paul instructed Timothy in this way: "and what you have 
heard from me in the presence of many witnesses entrust 
to faithful men who will be able to teach others also" (2 
Timothy 2:2 ESV). The cord of instruction, hence, must 
not be cut off from a more knowledgeable believer to a 
novice one and must not be assigned only to a small group 
of people who are involved in the ministry full-time. May 
each member of the church, then, be a part of this 
discipleship process, to be taught adequately about God's 
truths and pass this on to others. Since we have received 
and experienced the salvation that Jesus accomplished 
for us, so should we, male and female, church leaders and 
members, young and old, teach the same accurate truth 
to others.

THE CHOICE IS YOURS

A story i s  to ld  of a k i ng  and  a wise m a n .  The 
k ing was jea lous of the wise man for he was ve ry 
popu l a r  with the peop le .  The k ing tr ied to t h i n k  of a 
way to make the wise m a n  look bad .  One day he  
ca me u p  w i th  a scheme .  He  s u m m o ned a l l  h i s  
fo l l owers and  sent for the wise m a n .  The k i ng  asked 
the wise man ,  "Oh, wisest of men, te l l  me  th i s .  I have 
the t i n i est of b i rds cupped between my hands .  I 
com m a n d  you to te l l  me i f the  b i rd i s  a l ive o r  dead?" 

The wise man rea l i zed that if he  sa id ,  "Al ive," 
the k ing wou l d  g ive one q u ick  squeeze a n d  the b i rd 
wou l d  be dead .  I f  he  sa id ,  "Dead,"  the k i ng wou l d  
s im p ly open h i s  hand  a n d  re l ease t h e  b i rd .  E i ther  
answer from the  wise man wou l d  m a ke h im look bad .  
Afte r ponder ing for a moment, the wise m a n  fi n a l ly 
rep l ied,  "The cho ice is i n  you r  ha nd,  You r  Majesty. 
The cho ice is i n  you r  hand ! "  

Cho ice i s  a powerfu l p rivi l ege but  it comes 
with i ts  conseq uence .  We m a ke cho ices d a i ly. Some 
cho ices may seem rather  tr iv i a l  l i ke the co lo r  of sh irt 
to wea r, the p rogra m to watch,  or  the food to order. 
They m ay not affect ou r  l ives i n  ve ry s ign ificant ways . 
However, there a re cho ices i n  l ife that may affect o u r  
dest i ny-ca reer  cho ice, spouse, mora l path t o  ta ke 
with rega rd to homosexua l ity, a bo rt ion,  sexua l  
re lat ionsh i p, i ntegr ity i n  the workp l ace, a n d  many 
others .  These cou ld determ i n e  the outcome of o u r  
l ives as  wel l as  t h e  l ives o f  othe r  peop le .  
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I n  the  Book of Deute ronomy, we see the 
peop le  of I s rae l  gathered at the p l a i n s  of Moa b  a n d  
were a bout t o  cross the  Jo rd a n  R ive r a n d  t o  possess 
the P rom ised La nd as  the cove n a nt peop le  of God .  
The i r  l eader, M oses, was  a bout to  l eave them 
beh i n d .  Th us, he  enco u raged and  exhorted the  
I s rae l ites to  obey the cove n a nt st i pu lat ions g ive n  by 
God in Deuteronomy 4 :44-26 :19 in response to His 
fa ithfu l n ess a n d  love towa rd them (Deut 1:1-4 :43 ) .  
How they responded,  i n  obed ience or  d isobed ience, 
wou l d  be recompensed by b less i ngs or cu rses 
respect ive ly  as  out l i ned in chapters 27-28 .  Then 
M oses renewed the coven a nt with them in  chapter 
29 : 1-18 a n d  p red icted the i r  futu re in genera l  by 
sett ing  forth the conseq uences of the i r  d i sobed ience 
i n  chapte r 29 :19-29 a n d  the  futu re restorat ion  from 
the exi le  i n  cha pter 30 :1-10. I nc l uded i n  the  hope of 
the restorat ion  i s  the p rom ise of the  N ew Covenant 
(cf. Jer 31:3 1-34; Ezek 36 : 24-32 )  when God w i l l  
c i rcu m cise t h e i r  hearts s o  that they w i l l  l ove H i m  with 
a l l  t he i r  be ing .  

As  you c e l e b ra t e  t h e  9 5 'h fo u n d i n g 
a n n iversa ry of you r  ch u rch,  you ca n look back  a n d  
attest t o  the  fa ithfu l ness a n d  love o f  God i n  you r  
m idst . M a ny l ives have been cha nged a n d  b l essed by 
God . Qu ite a few had theo logica l t ra i n i ng a n d  have 
been se rvi ng  the  Lord fa ithfu l ly for yea rs .  H owever, 
for you a n d  you r  ch u rch to cont i n u e  enjoy ing  the  



ma ny b lessi ngs of God for yea rs to come, there 
shou ld  be a consc ious effort to choose r ight ly. F rom 
Deuteronomy 30:1 1-20, we ca n lea rn t ime less 
pri nc i p l es about the  cho ices we m a ke .  

A.  Right choices must be base d on the  c lear, 

revealed Word of Go d (w. 11-14) 

R ight cho ices a re poss ib le  beca use of the 
access ib i l ity of God ' s  wi l l  to  us  as  fou n d  i n  H i s  Word . 
We have the com m a ndment of the Lord made even 
more access ib le  to us  that we do not need to obta i n  
a n  o rac l e  fro m a ny gods t h rough  d iv i n at ion ,  
consu lt ing  fo rtune  te l l e rs, fengs h u i  maste rs o r  
horoscopes, or  go ing  fa r a n d  w ide  to  retrieve a ny 
secret messages .  The fact i s  that the Word of God has  
been  brought so near  to  us  that we ca n d iscuss with 
our l i ps and med itate u pon it i n  our hea rts .  We ought 
to read  it ca refu l ly  a nd be gu ided by what has  been 
revea led to us  if we a re to m a ke r ight cho ices i n  o u r  
l ives today. A s  t h e  Scr i ptu re says i n  2 Ti mothy 3:16-
17: "Al l  Scr i ptu re i s  i n sp i red by God and p rofita b le  for 
teach i ng, for reproof, for correct ion,  for tra i n i ng i n  
r ighteousness; s o  that t h e  m a n  o f  G o d  m a y  b e  
adeq uate, eq u i pped for every good work . "  

B. Right choices i nvolve loving a n d  obeying God 
(w. 15-16a ; 17, 20) 

M oses cou l d  o n ly p resent to the peop le l i fe 
and  p rosperity ( l i t .  the  good;  cf. 26:1 1), o r  death a n d  
destruct ion ( l i t .  t h e  evi l ;  cf. J e r  7:6; 25:7), b less ing  o r  
cu rse .  The  cho ice,  however, be longs to  the  people .  
The cho ices, as  we l l  as  the ir  conseq uences, have 
been set in the c lea rest a n d  s imp lest terms in verses 
15-18 .  I f  the peop le wi l l  love God a n d  obey H i s  
com mandments, t hen  they sha l l  be b lessed i n  t he  
l and ;  i f  they wi l l  not love a n d  obey H im,  they s h a l l  
per ish from t h e  l a nd .  T h e  route t o  b less ing  i s  couched 
i n  th ree terms that descr ibe the  m a n n e r  i n  wh ich  we 
a re to m a ke the r ight cho ice .  We a re to choose r ightly 
by lovi ng  God ,  by wa l ki ng  in H i s  ways, a n d  by keep ing  
H i s  Word . E l i za beth Achteme ier  noted that  "Is rae l  i s  
ca l led to love Ya hweh with the  love of  a son for h is 
fathe r. Thus I s rae l ' s  love i s  to be a devot ion wh ich  
flows sponta neous ly and  free ly from the heart, i n  
gratitude  and  response to  Ya hweh's fatherly  love . "  

Such  love m u st be exp ressed by  wa lk i ng  i n  H i s  ways 
a n d  by keep i ng  a l l  H i s  com m a n d ments .  Jesus  
exp ressed the  same idea i n  John  14:15  a n d  2 1: " I f  you 
love Me, you w i l l  keep  My com m a n d m ents . H e  who 
has  My com m a nd ments and keeps them i s  the  one  
who loves Me;  a n d  he  who loves M e  w i l l  be loved by 
My Father, a n d  I w i l l  love h i m  a n d  w i l l  d isc lose Myself 
to h i m . " The com m a n d m e nts p rovide  the deta i l s  of 
what a lovi ng response to G od looks l i ke i n  p ract ica l 
l i fe .  F u rthermore, the term "c l i ng "  i n  ve rse 20 i s  used 
to descr ibe the m a n n e r  of choos ing in  a more 
i nt imate way. It i m p l ies a dec is ive, i r revers ib l e  
com m itment to  God .  I t  ca n n ot mere ly  be the  w h i m  of 
a moment, but  m u st be the com m itment of a 
l i fet ime .  

C. Right choices lea d to G o d's b lessings i n  l ife (w. 

16b, 18-20) 
Observe ca refu l ly that the  conseq uence is  

i nte rtwined with the cho ice .  So M oses not o n ly 
p rese nted before t h e  peop le  the  cho i ces, he  
de l i neated the  correspon d i ng conseq uence to  each 
cho ice they made .  As the  I s rae l ites chose to love a nd 
to obey God,  they were a l so choos ing l ife a nd 
p rosper ity. Conve rse ly, when  they chose to tu rn away 
from God a n d  wors h i p  ido ls, they were choos ing 
death a n d  dest ruct ion  fo r themse lves .  R i ch a rd 
C l i ffo rd expresses the idea  of l i fe a n d  death i n  the 
fo l l ow ing  state m e nt: "Beca u s e  the s p e e c h  i s  
l itu rgica l ,  i . e .  done ' before Ya hweh , '  l ife a n d  death 
has a specif ic mea n i ng .

PART 4: WHEN GREAT EMPIRES COLLIDE

he Persian Empire, also called the Achaemenid Empire, 

T is the largest in the world at this point in history.  At  

the peak of its power, it controlled 8 million square 

kilometers of land spanning three continents, including parts 

of Greece, Russia, Afghanistan, and Pakistan, and the entire 

Middle East and Egypt.  

Controlling such a large territory is not easy.  So the 

Persians simplified communications by adopting a common 

language, Aramaic, for the region.  This is the same language 

Jesus would speak.  To make it easier to govern, the Persian 

empire was divided into provinces called satrapies, adminis-

tered by a governor called a satrap.  Satrapies are given a lot of 

freedom, but are not fully independent.   They still needed to 

remit tax collections to the empire.  The amount due was 

reasonable and based on each territory’s ability to pay.  For 

example, the very rich city of Babylon had to contribute 1,000 

silver talents (a talent weighs about 67 pounds) and four 

months of food supply per year.   

Under the Persian empire, Judah was known as the 

satrapy of Yehud.  Jerusalem, its administrative center, was a 

very small city.  Modern historians estimate Jerusalem’s 

population at that time to be around 1,500; the entire province 

had no more than 30,000 people.  Zerubbabel, a descendant of 

one of the last kings of Judah, was Yehud’s first satrap.

All in all, the Jews were free to govern themselves and 

worship their God.  This liberal practice came from the Persian 

belief in Zoroastrianism, a monotheistic religion that prohibited 

slavery.  While it is replaced by Islam in modern-day Persia 

(Iran),, some people in India still practice it.

The Greco-Persian Wars

Persia has a long history of war with the city-states of 

Greece.  Known as the birthplace of diplomacy, Greece is 

located in southern Europe, bordered by the Mediterranean 

Sea in the South and the Aegean Sea to the west.  To support its 

growing population, the Greeks established colonies in Asia 

Minor, known today as Turkey.  These colonies are where the 

Persians first confronted the Greeks, when Cyrus the Great 

conquered them and added them to his Empire.

The Greeks didn’t set out to liberate their colonies out-

right, but they encouraged the colonies to revolt.  The Ionian 

Revolt, fomented by the city of Athens and Eretria in 499 BCE, 

took the Persians six years to put down.  Darius the Great, then 

king of Persia, vowed revenge against Greece.

He struck in 492 BCE, first sending his son-in-law to secure 

a land route to Greece.  Once that was done, Darius sent 

ambassadors to the city-states, demanding that they surren-

der.  Two cities, Athens and Sparta, chose to fight — they killed 

Darius’ ambassadors instead of sending a reply.

A Persian fleet set out a year later to occupy the Greek 

mainland.  The expedition captured Eretria and burned it to 

the ground.  It then landed in the bay of Marathon, some 42 

kilometers from Athens.  But despite their greater numbers 

and lack of support from Sparta, the Persians were shockingly 

defeated in the pivotal Battle of Marathon.  Athenian soldier  

Pheidippides was said to have run from Marathon to all the way 

Athens to announce their victory, and then collapsed and died. 

This is why the marathon has such a strange length today.
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Darius was building up a second army when he died in 486 

BCE.  His son and successor Xerxes raised a massive army.  He 

then ordered two floating bridges to be built across the 

Hellespont — the traditional boundary between Asia and 

Europe.  The army marched off towards Greece in 481 BCE.

The second Greco-Persian War started with a series of 

Persian victories.  After winning the Battle of Thermopylae, 

the army marched westward towards Athens.  The Greeks 

evacuated the city, and the victorious Persians burned it to the 

ground.  Xerxes then set his focus on Peloponnesus peninsula, 

where  still-defiant Sparta was located.

The second expedition met shocking defeat in the naval 

battle of Salamis.  The Athenian-led Greek navy ambushed 

and inflicted heavy losses on Xerxes’ much larger fleet.  With 

victory no longer certain, and not wanting to stay away from 

Persia for too long, Xerxes pulled back most of the army to 

Asia.  He left a general in charge to hold their gains, but the 

now-smaller army was obliterated a year after.

Having liberated the mainland, the Allied Greeks 

marched on towards Asia, retaking several of the colonies 

previously conquered by Cyrus.

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Alexander’s father prepared the country well.  He armed  

his foot soldiers with a heavy two-handed lance more than 

double the length of the existing weapons.  The cavalry were 

given the best and most powerful horses.  Philip also paid his 

soldiers a salary, creating the world’s first professional army.  

Previously, armies were populated with drafted conscripts or 

mercenaries.  With his well-trained and motivated army, 

Philip brought Greece under his control.

Philip groomed Alexander to be his heir, providing him 

with military training.  Alexander’s tutor Aristotle taught him 

the sciences, philosophy, and theology.  Legend has it that a 

horse trader brought a fine massive black horse to sell to 

Philip.  However, the horse was too wild, so nobody could 

control it.  Except for 13 year old Alexander, who noticed the 

horse was afraid of its own shadow.  After turning it towards 

the sun where it couldn’t see the shadow, he managed to tame 

it. The astonished Philip bought it for Alexander, who named 

the horse Bucephalus.

Philip was preparing to go to war with Persia, using 

revenge (for Xerxes’ attack over a hundred years ago) and 

liberation of the Asia Minor colonies as his excuse.  Before he 

could begin, he was assassinated by one of his bodyguards in 

336 BCE.   Alexander ascended to the throne of Macedon at the 

age of twenty, and had to postpone his father’s campaign.  

Several city-states took Philip’s death as an opportunity to 

break free from Macedonian control, and it took Alexander 

two years to reestablish Macedon’s dominance.

 Finally free to focus on external enemies, Alexander 

gathered up an army of over 40,000 soldiers, and crossed the 

Hellespont into Asia.  It was time to make Persia pay.

Conquest of Persia

King Darius III did not pay much heed to the Macedonian 

incursion at first.  His army was many times bigger.  The 

Macedonian army was strong on land, but didn’t have a strong 

navy.  It would be easy to blockade the enemy’s supplies.   

Finally, they were led by this... young and inexperienced boy!?  

What had he to fear?  

In fairness to Darius, his position wasn’t completely 

secure.  He was sitting on the throne in Persepolis only because 

his last two predecessors, Artaxerxes III and son Arses, were 

poisoned to death — by the same man who then installed him 

as king of Persia.  Although he had nothing to do with the 

murders, there would have been rumors about his involve-

ment that would weaken his authority.  Finally, the satrapies 

of Egypt and Babylonia were rebelling against Persia, so he 

cold not give Alexander his full attention.

Alexander started his campaign by conquering the port 

cities of Asia Minor.  He realized that without places  to launch 

their ships from (to hit Macedon), the Persian sea advantage 

was useless.  Alexander was methodical but merciless: any 

city that dared resist is destroyed, and the people killed or sold 

as slaves.  In many ways, the “civilized” Greeks who viewed 

Persians as barbarians were complete hypocrites.

His first major battle against the Persians occurred in 

the banks of the Granicus River, against the satraps of Asia 

Minor and a few thousand hired mercenaries from Greece.  

Alexander was a hands-on leader, and preferred to fight 

alongside his men.  He personally led the royal squad of the 

elite Companion cavalry, even when charging the enemy.  

The young king was almost killed in this battle.  

Alexander’s subsequent victory made Darius sit up and 

pay attention.  This boy wasn’t a pushover like he thought!  

And now, he must personally go and fight the upstart king 

himself!  While Alexander consolidated his gains in Asia 

Minor, Darius raised an army.  Both sides finally clashed in 

333 BCE near the town of Issus.

Much like the Battle of Granicus, the Battle of Issus took 

place on the banks of the Pinarus River where its strong 

current make it difficult for anyone to cross.  But Alexander 

crossed it anyway, leading the cavalry charge.  He went 

straight for Darius, but the king escaped. When Darius left, 

mora le  sank  and the  Pers ian  army co l lapsed.  

Humiliatingly, Darius’ mother, wife, and children were all 

captured in this battle (Alexander treated them well).

Darius’ retreat to the East gave Alexander a free hand to 

go to  Egypt.  On the way, he stopped to massacre the 

resisting cities of Tyre and Gaza.  He was met in Jerusalem 

by a priestly procession that supposedly showed him the 

book of Daniel (chapter 8 would be a good passage to show 

him).  He didn’t touch the city, and chose instead to offer 

sacrifices (properly!) to the God of the Jews.
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Alexander continued on towards Egypt, which surren-

dered without a fight.  He was greeted as a liberator by 

grateful (or perhaps fearful) Egyptians, and crowned as 

Pharaoh.  His lasting legacy in Egypt was to create the city 

of Alexandria, populating it with his wounded and veteran 

soldiers.  It is the second-largest city in Egypt today.

Of course, Alexandria, Egypt wasn’t the only city the 

Macedon king founded (or named after himself).  There is 

also Alexandrupolis (Bulgaria), Alexandria-in-Troax 

(Turkey), Alexandria-in-Aria (Helmut, Afghanistan), Alex-

andria-in-Arachosia (Kandahar, Afghanistan), Alexandria 

Eschatê (Tajikistan), Alexandria-in-Margiana (Turkmen-

istan), and many more...  Humble, he ain’t.

Alexander’s vacation in Egypt gave Darius enough 

time to raise another army.  Darius had a lot of time to think 

about his past failure, and this time he left nothing to 

chance.  He recruited the best soldiers from the Persian 

Empire, and ordered the battlefield to be flattened.  This 

way, his scythed chariots could move freely unlike in the 

muddy banks of Granicus or Pinarus.

In 331 BCE, Alexander fought Darius again near the 

village of Gaugamela, now modern-day Mosul, Iraq.

Some say Darius panicked again after 

seeing Alexander go straight for him.  Others say his men 

deserted en-masse.  The Macedonians were victorious.

The victorious army swept into the unprotected capital 

of the Persian empire, and plundered the royal treasury.  In 

an unfortunate turn of events, a drunken Alexander 

“accidentally” set fire to some buildings in Persepolis.  But 

since only the Palace of Xerxes was completely destroyed, it 

was likely an act of arson, revenge a long time in coming.

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Alexander’s father prepared the country well.  He armed  

his foot soldiers with a heavy two-handed lance more than 

double the length of the existing weapons.  The cavalry were 

given the best and most powerful horses.  Philip also paid his 

soldiers a salary, creating the world’s first professional army.  

Previously, armies were populated with drafted conscripts or 

mercenaries.  With his well-trained and motivated army, 

Philip brought Greece under his control.

Philip groomed Alexander to be his heir, providing him 

with military training.  Alexander’s tutor Aristotle taught him 

the sciences, philosophy, and theology.  Legend has it that a 

horse trader brought a fine massive black horse to sell to 

Philip.  However, the horse was too wild, so nobody could 

control it.  Except for 13 year old Alexander, who noticed the 

horse was afraid of its own shadow.  After turning it towards 

the sun where it couldn’t see the shadow, he managed to tame 

it. The astonished Philip bought it for Alexander, who named 

the horse Bucephalus.

Philip was preparing to go to war with Persia, using 

revenge (for Xerxes’ attack over a hundred years ago) and 

liberation of the Asia Minor colonies as his excuse.  Before he 

could begin, he was assassinated by one of his bodyguards in 

336 BCE.   Alexander ascended to the throne of Macedon at the 

age of twenty, and had to postpone his father’s campaign.  

Several city-states took Philip’s death as an opportunity to 

break free from Macedonian control, and it took Alexander 

two years to reestablish Macedon’s dominance.

 Finally free to focus on external enemies, Alexander 

gathered up an army of over 40,000 soldiers, and crossed the 

Hellespont into Asia.  It was time to make Persia pay.

Conquest of Persia

King Darius III did not pay much heed to the Macedonian 

incursion at first.  His army was many times bigger.  The 

Macedonian army was strong on land, but didn’t have a strong 

navy.  It would be easy to blockade the enemy’s supplies.   

Finally, they were led by this... young and inexperienced boy!?  

What had he to fear?  

In fairness to Darius, his position wasn’t completely 

secure.  He was sitting on the throne in Persepolis only because 

his last two predecessors, Artaxerxes III and son Arses, were 

poisoned to death — by the same man who then installed him 

as king of Persia.  Although he had nothing to do with the 

murders, there would have been rumors about his involve-

ment that would weaken his authority.  Finally, the satrapies 

of Egypt and Babylonia were rebelling against Persia, so he 

cold not give Alexander his full attention.

Alexander started his campaign by conquering the port 

cities of Asia Minor.  He realized that without places  to launch 

their ships from (to hit Macedon), the Persian sea advantage 

was useless.  Alexander was methodical but merciless: any 

city that dared resist is destroyed, and the people killed or sold 

as slaves.  In many ways, the “civilized” Greeks who viewed 

Persians as barbarians were complete hypocrites.

His first major battle against the Persians occurred in 

the banks of the Granicus River, against the satraps of Asia 

Minor and a few thousand hired mercenaries from Greece.  

Alexander was a hands-on leader, and preferred to fight 

alongside his men.  He personally led the royal squad of the 

elite Companion cavalry, even when charging the enemy.  

The young king was almost killed in this battle.  

Alexander’s subsequent victory made Darius sit up and 

pay attention.  This boy wasn’t a pushover like he thought!  

And now, he must personally go and fight the upstart king 

himself!  While Alexander consolidated his gains in Asia 

Minor, Darius raised an army.  Both sides finally clashed in 

333 BCE near the town of Issus.

Much like the Battle of Granicus, the Battle of Issus took 

place on the banks of the Pinarus River where its strong 

current make it difficult for anyone to cross.  But Alexander 

crossed it anyway, leading the cavalry charge.  He went 

straight for Darius, but the king escaped. When Darius left, 

mora le  sank  and the  Pers ian  army co l lapsed.  

Humiliatingly, Darius’ mother, wife, and children were all 

captured in this battle (Alexander treated them well).

Darius’ retreat to the East gave Alexander a free hand to 

go to  Egypt.  On the way, he stopped to massacre the 

resisting cities of Tyre and Gaza.  He was met in Jerusalem 

by a priestly procession that supposedly showed him the 

book of Daniel (chapter 8 would be a good passage to show 

him).  He didn’t touch the city, and chose instead to offer 

sacrifices (properly!) to the God of the Jews.
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Alexander continued on towards Egypt, which surren-

dered without a fight.  He was greeted as a liberator by 

grateful (or perhaps fearful) Egyptians, and crowned as 

Pharaoh.  His lasting legacy in Egypt was to create the city 

of Alexandria, populating it with his wounded and veteran 

soldiers.  It is the second-largest city in Egypt today.

Of course, Alexandria, Egypt wasn’t the only city the 

Macedon king founded (or named after himself).  There is 

also Alexandrupolis (Bulgaria), Alexandria-in-Troax 

(Turkey), Alexandria-in-Aria (Helmut, Afghanistan), Alex-

andria-in-Arachosia (Kandahar, Afghanistan), Alexandria 

Eschatê (Tajikistan), Alexandria-in-Margiana (Turkmen-

istan), and many more...  Humble, he ain’t.

Alexander’s vacation in Egypt gave Darius enough 

time to raise another army.  Darius had a lot of time to think 

about his past failure, and this time he left nothing to 

chance.  He recruited the best soldiers from the Persian 

Empire, and ordered the battlefield to be flattened.  This 

way, his scythed chariots could move freely unlike in the 

muddy banks of Granicus or Pinarus.

In 331 BCE, Alexander fought Darius again near the 

village of Gaugamela, now modern-day Mosul, Iraq.  

Alexander’s army was outnumbered 2 to 1, but at least his 

men were well-rested.  Darius’ army was kept awake the 

night before, fearful of any surprise attack.

THE P LAYGROU ND

Th i s  i nterpretat ion  is cruc ia l s i nce no 

i m perfect morta l ca n ever logica l ly be q u a l ifi ed 

as t he  fo u n d e r  of a d iv i ne  a n d  s p i r i tu a l  

i n st itut i on .  Moreover, th i s  u ndersta n d i ng i s  

more cons i stent with other  scr i ptu res that a lso 

i n d icated that Jesus  i s  the sou rce a n d  the 

cornerstone  of the Ch u rch ( Ps .  1 18 :  22 ;  M att . 2 1 :  

42; E p h .  2 :  20 - 22 ) .

I n  essence, the te rm 

"Ch u rch" as  used in the B ib l e  i m p l ies that it i s  a 

sp i r itu a l  com m u n ity or  fe l lowsh i p  of be l i evers 

from d i ffe rent backgrounds  bonded by the i r  

person a l  exper ience and  re l at ionsh i p  with Jesus  

Ch rist .  W i th  th i s  u ndersta n d i ng of  the  C h u rch ,  

we ca n see that it i s  a n  i nv is i b le  or  sp i ri tua l  e nt ity 

and  i s  not necessa r i ly  bound  by t ime  or  space 

s i nce the  Ch u rch  has  cont i n u a l ly bee n i n  

existence s i nce the t ime of the Apost les  u nt i l  the  

present i n  d iverse locations  th roughout the  

wor ld .  I t  i s  a l so a n  i nte rcon nected ent ity i n  the  

sense  that it i s  comprised of  d iffe rent peop les 

from a l l  wa l ks of l ife com i ng together  i n  Chr i st as  

the C h u rch to  honor  H im as the i r  centra l pu rpose 

( E p h .  2 :  19 - 22 ) .  There i s  no  need to conform to 

a ny part icu l a r  sets of cond it ions  in o rder  to be a 

b e l i eve r of Ch r i st a n d  to p a rt i c i pate t h e  

membersh i p  of H i s  Ch u rch  except that they 

be l i eve i n  H i m  a n d  ca l l  on  H is name  (J n .  3 :  16; 

Rom .  10 :  8 - 13 ) .  And most of a l l , it  a l so i m p l ies a 

degree of i nt imacy. Th is  i s  affi rmed by the  rea l ity 

that each i nd iv id u a l  member  of the Ch u rch  

sha res a vita l a n d  exc l u s ive re l at ionsh i p  with 

Ch r ist with i n  the  l a rger co l l ect ive body or 

com m u n ity of be l i evers (Jo h n  15:  1 - 17 ) .  

G iven the  natu re of  C h u rch as  a n  i nv is i b l e  

( s p i r i t u a l )  a n d  d e e p l y i n t e r c o n n e c t e d 

com m u n ity where its mem bers a l l  s ha re a n  

i nt imate a n d  dependent re l at ions h i p  with J esus  

Ch r ist as  its founder, wou l d  l i kewise assume the  

p reem i nence of  Ch r ist as  the  true leader  a n d  

head of H is Chu rch .  Th is  ass u m pt ion i s  cons i stent 

with the we l l -known meta phor  of the C h u rch  as 

the body of Ch ri st where its d ive rgent members 

a n d  fu nct ions  ( 1  Cor. 1 2 :  12  � 27 )  a re u n ited a n d  

subjected u nder  t h e  contro l  o f  Ch r ist w h o  se rves 

as its u n d isputed head ( E p h .  4: 15 - 16 ) .  S i m i l a r ly, 

the Apost le  Pa u l  on h i s  teach i ngs concern i ng the  

order  a n d  posit i on wit h i n  a ma rr iage re l at ionsh i p  

i s  expressed th rough t h e  meta phor  of Ch r ist a n d  

t h e  C h u rch ( E p h .  5 :  22  - 3 2 ) .  He re, Pa u l  uses the  

a n a l ogy of  Ch r ist ' s  a uthority a n d  leaders h i p  over 

the Chu rch  to u nderscore the husband ' s  ro l e  a s  

the  d iv ine ly  orda i ned leaders h i p  wit h i n  the  

context of  h i s  re lat ionsh i p  w i th  h i s  wife whom he  

loves .  

As  a resu lt of  rea l i z i ng the  u n ique  p l ace of 

Ch r ist in format ion a n d  conti n u i ng sup remacy 

over H is Ch u rch,  we ca n now bette r app rec iate a s  

we l l  a s  embrace a w ider  view of  who Jesus  Ch r ist 

i s .  H e  i s  i ndeed so m uch more than  we know H i m  

to be .  H e  i s  not j u st t h e  Savior, F r iend  a n d  Lord of 

o u r  persona l  l ives, He i s  a l so the  Savior, F r iend  

and Lord of  the C h u rc h .  Th i s  b roade r  awa reness 

of C h r i s t s h o u l d  c h a l l e n g e  o u r  n a r r o w  

perspect ive o f  w h o  J e s u s  rea l ly i s .  May t h i s  w ider  

v iew of  Ch r ist revo l ut ion ize and t ran sform o u r  

persona l  wa l k  with H i m  as i t  revita l i ze a n d  

refresh  ou r  re lat ions h i p  with a n d  o u r  serv ice to 

o u r  fe l l ow breth rens  wit h i n  o u r  c h u rches as it 

does in our m i n i str ies to our l oca l com m u n it ies  

and the  rest of the  wor ld  as  mem bers a n d  

rep resentatives o f  H i s  Ch u rch .

The pu rpose of the tr i p was two-fo ld : one  is to see the bea ut ifu l wonders God has  

made i n  that  p l ace;  a n d  two, to  vis it  the  Bata k (Aeta descenda nts) Tri be m i n i st ry of  a pastor friend i n  the  

m o u nta i n s  of  Pa lawa n .  

I was a b i t  re l u cta nt beca use that  wou l d  b e  m y  fi rst tr i p s i n ce I got s ick l ast 2008. N everthe less, I 

p rayed that the Lord wou l d  h e l p  a n d  susta i n  m e  th roughout the  t rave l wh ich  i nc l uded a 24-cross i ng  r iver u p  a 

12  km a lternate wa l k  th rough water a n d  l a n d .  

O u r  fl ight was l l a m  on  a Sunday. I thought it w a s  sti l l  go i ng  t o  be a t  1 1 :40, s o  I dec ided t o  h o l d  my 

Sunday School  c l a ss as  usua l .  Late r d i d  I rea l i ze that we had to rush to the a i rport because we were a l ready 

l ate .  But  I prayed and the Lord he l ped us  reach  the a i rport j u st i n  t ime to be the  l ast to check in .  Whew ! 

That was c lose, yet, He  p roved H i s  sovere ignty. Th i s  was the  1'1 evidence of H i s  h a n d  u pon  me .  

U pon a rr iv i ng  Puerto, we  headed for the  hote l .  There was  a p rob lem s i nce we  were a l ready 

sched u led for our city tou r  but  we d i d n 't have our l u nc h  yet . Aga in ,  I p rayed that the  va n wou l d  not a r rive 

yet . True enough,  we were told to ta ke ou r  t ime  s i n ce the other  peop le in the gro u p  were not ready yet . 

Afte r ta k ing  o u r  l ast b ite, the  phone ra ng and  they were outs ide  wa it ing .  That was the 2°d evidence .  
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We had a re lax ing afternoon,  

especia l ly s i nce it was not hot (good 

for me s i nce I h ave to avo id  s u n l ight)  

a s  we trave l led a round  the c ity . 

fe lt so favored - 3'd evidence .  



The fo l lowi ng day was the U nderground  R ive r Tou r. F rom o u r  Sam schedu le,  we were to ld to be 

ready by Ga rn - we did not l i ke the idea but had no choice.  We took a q u ick brea kfast and on we went.  I t  

was  a long d rive then the fe rry r ide and there we were - look ing  at the  magn ifi cent r ive r cave with  a l l  the  

fasci nat ing objects fo rmed by  the sta l act ites a n d  sta lagm ites over the  yea rs .  God is  awesomely amaz i ng ! On 

ou r  way back, I made  s u re to ta ke i n  a hea rty fi l l  of  fresh a i r. I saw a b ig  crowd at the  port who u nfort u n ate ly 

cou l d  not cross the waters a nymore beca use the w ind  was gett i ng st ronger a n d  beca me too r i sky for the tr i p .  

That was  why  we had  to  m a ke ou r  tou r  ear l i e r  as  p l a n ned . God knew it a n d  a rra nged it a l l  fo r us .  That  was 

the 4•h evidence .  

And s i nce we were ea r ly, the  tou r  gu ide  suggested we go u p  and see the  Ugong Cave wh ich was a 25-

m i n ute 75 m c l imb u p  th rough rocks, steep  l adders and ropes .  We had  to be gea red with  a h a rd hat and g loves .  

I t  was  a h a rd c l i m b  a n d  I was sweat ing  so m uch - I a l most lost my breath i ns ide .  But  I guess the  sea breeze I took 

i n  ea r l i e r  d u ri ng  the fe rry r ide he l ped a l ot - S'h evidence .  

When we reached 

the top,  the v iew was 

beaut ifu l .  But there was a 

catch ! We cou l d  go back 

down the sam e  way we 

went u p  or r ide the z i p l i ne  I' 
a 75m d rop then 350m s l i de  

to  the g ro u n d .  H av ing nocho ice a n d  be ing  my fi rst, I took  the  cha l l enge a n d  my heart a l m ost ca me out .  But  

I su rvived - G'h evidence .  

The t h i rd day was 

Honda  Bay ( i s l and  

hopp i ng)  Tou r. We went to 

t h ree d ifferent fi ne  wh ite 

sand  beaches .  I t  was a 

very hot d ay so I had  to 

wea r long  s l eeves a n d  

ca rry a n  um bre l l a  - ma k ing  me look l i ke a foo l ,  b u t  t h e n  i t ' s  better t o  obey t h a n  b e  sorry. W h e n  w e  were i n  

Snake I s l a nd ,  I wa nted t o  g o  t o  t h e  restroom after eat ing  b u t  was to l d  i t  was a bout  300m wa l k  u nder  the  

su n .  I dec ided to  wa it t i l l  the  next i s l and  s i nce there were better fac i l i t ies .  F i n a l ly, we had  to  go. Our  boat 

was pa rked so fa r - seemed l i ke m i les  away. But  upon  reach i ng  it, lo  a n d  beho ld ,  the restroom was r ight i n  

front o f  u s .  Wow, i s n 't t h e  Lord good?  He  saved me from wa l k i ng  ear l i e r  knowi ng  that I wi l l  sti l l  b e  go i ng  
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there soon - the th evidence .  

The Dos Pa lmas  Tou r  was o u r  l a st .  But as  p romised, I went  to v i s i t  the Bata k Tribe i n stead .  Go ing 

there was i ndeed a b lessed exper ience .  I t  made me rea l i ze that I a m  fa r more b l essed than m a ny peop le  - I 

do  not have p l enty but I a m  not i n  wa nt .  I left the  hotel at a bout 5 : 30 a m  and  reached Ca ra m ay at past 8 .  

By  9am,  we were on ou r  way sooner  as  I expected, a nd had  to  c ross the fi rst r ive r then on we went t i l l  we 

a rrived at the Bata k com m u n ity. 

Pr ior  to o u r  tr i p, I asked 

the Lord for fi ne  weather, 

mea n i ng to say, ne i ther  s u n ny 

nor  ra i ny. And that i s  exact ly 

what He gave . D u ri ng the who le  

t rave l ,  the c louds  were floati ng 

in the sky. Once we a rrived, the 

sun ca me out .  That 's the gth 

evidence .  

It  was  a very p l easant 

tr i p desp ite gett ing  wet every 

now a n d  then ,  ba l a nc ing  a mong the  rocks, res i st ing  the cu rrent a n d  fi n d i ng the perfect spot to cross over the 

waters . I d i d  not h ave to wa l k  m uch  s i nce the Lord grac ious ly p rovided a motorcyc le  fo r me to r ide o n  whi le  the 

others wa l ked beh i n d  - 91h evidence .  

U pon  a rriva l ,  there was not much  to expect. There were a few wooden structu res wh ich  were bas ica l ly 

em pty. It was p ract ica l ly q u i et s i nce there i s  no  e lectr ic ity i n  that p lace .  Late r d i d  I u ndersta nd  why I was 

req uested to br ing  an I nverte r (someth i ng that cou ld  conve rt 12v power to 220v e lectr ic ity ) .  F i na l ly, we heard 

m us ic  from the  open basketba l l  a rea as  the c h i l d ren  ca me out to p lay. I noticed most of them were th i n  a n d  

undernou rished s i nce the l a n d  ca n n ot p rod uce m uch beca u se o f  the  c l ay soi l a n d  they usua l ly feed on  ca n ned 

goods a n d  d ried fis h .  As I observed the i r  meager l ifesty le, I fe lt  so b lessed - 10th evidence .  
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their church their school their house 

I was so touched to know that majority of the com m u n ity have come to the sav ing knowledge of o u r  

Lord a n d  Savior  Jesus  Ch rist .  Tha n k  G o d  for the  u nwaver ing  fa ithfu l ness a n d  pass ion o f  the  pastor cou p le  w h o  

have u nse lfi sh ly a n d  lovi ng ly se rved i n  that com m u n ity fo r t h e  past twelve yea rs - desp ite havi ng five bouts with 

ma l a r i a .  At j u st the r ight t i me, I went on  a Wed nesday and was able to witness the i r p rayer meeti ng .  M a ny ca me 

and  the b ig gro u p  was l ate r d iv ided i nto 4 groups - fathers, mothers, teens  a nd ch i l d ren  - h a n d led by the  pastor 

cou p le  and two other  vo l u nteers .  I t  was i ndeed so encourag i n g !  This i s  the 1 1th evidence .  

Everyone had  to ret i re ea r ly s i nce there was not m uch  to do - no  e lectr ic ity, re mem ber? As  I lay on  the 

bam boo bed,  I cou l d  not see a nyt h i ng .  I t  was p i tch  b lack .  My  mind kept i m ag i n i ng  what if there was a w i ld  

a n i m a l  o r  a bad person com i ng . . . .  F i n a l ly I dozed off. I woke u p  to the  sou nd  of ra i n .  I was  begi n n i ng to worry 

a bout o u r  retu rn tr i p sched u led at 5 :30a m  so we cou l d  catch the  va n to the  city by 7 a m .  I wondered how we 

cou l d  cross the rive rs when it was sti l l  da rk .  We dec ided to leave at 6a m .  Pe rfect t im i ng beca use by then ,  the 

ra i n  stopped and the  sun  shone - 12th evidence - the Lord knows best. 

We h u rr ied and  got down in t ime .  I a rrived in the c ity at a bout 9am,  had brea kfast a n d  h eaded back to 

the hote l to pack u p  for the  tr i p back to Ceb u .  

A s  I l o o k  back, I cou ld  o n ly give tha n ks a n d  p ra ise t o  our  God for H is lovi ng  k i n dness a n d  i ndeed,  I cou l d  

say over a n d  over aga i n  ( as d id  Nehem iah  i n  N e h .
